Instructions for documentation of activities
SASA022 Generic Knowledges and Skills for the Research Role (7.5 credits)

The course is optional for all current PhD students. I recommend you to create a folder where you collect all documentation related to the course. As stated in the syllabus, completed activities should ultimately be documented in the individual study plan. The course is examined when all activities are completed. Since one of the activities consists of writing a press release for the defense, the course will be examined just before the defense. Below you will find a guide for how the different activities should be documented.
Note that if you have already received credits for participation in an international conference, these will be included in the course (it is not possible to receive credits for both the course and for conference participation)

·  Presentation at an international conference or workshop. Participation can be in the form of a paper or poster. In the case of co-authorship, the doctoral student's contribution must be dominant and it is assumed that the doctoral student is the one who physically presents the work during the conference.
Documentation: Copy of conference program as proof of active participation
· Presentation at a conference or workshop in Sweden. Participation can be in the form of a paper or poster. In the case of co-authorship, the doctoral student's contribution must appear as dominant and it is assumed that the doctoral student is the one who physically presents the work during the conference.
Documentation: Copy of conference program as proof of active participation
· Discussant at at least one doctoral seminar at the School of Social Work. In the event that there is no opportunity to comment on a doctoral seminar, the doctoral student can submit a written discussion or act as a commentator at another research seminar at the department. 
Documentation: Information about which seminar(s) you have acted as a discussant at (name of the doctoral student/author, date of the seminar).

· Participation in at least ten doctoral student and/or research seminars at the department.
Documentation: A list of the seminars you have participated in (date, name, type of seminar).

· Participation in at least one application seminar.
Documentation: Details about which application seminar you have attended (date and any other information).

· Participation in at least one (internal or external) seminar on career development/career paths within or outside academia. 
Documentation: Information on the seminar attended (date, organizer, title of the seminar). Note: seminars on career development are from time to time offered by the faculty, the university, SDR, etc. 

· Collaboration with the surrounding community in the form of a popular science presentation about your own study.
Documentation: The presentation can be in written or oral form. If you have made a written popular science presentation, the text/publication must be attached. If you have made an oral popular science presentation, you must clearly state where, for whom, and when the presentation was made.

· Conduct at least one peer review of scientific article as co-reviewer or shadow reviewer.
Documentation: Describe how and when the peer review was conducted, the title of the journal, and who you co-reviewed/shadow reviewed with. Attach the review.

· Write a press release for the public defense in consultation with the department's web editor/communicator.
Documentation: Attach the press release.
